A.   Cemetery Expansion
Sturdevant stated that R. Lasher, P. Bennet, R. Hand and he were at a presentation held at the Kimball Township Office by Tetra Tech on November 18, 2015.  The topic was the findings of the analysis of the new property south of Caswell Cemetery to determine if it is a wetland.  The conclusion of Tetra Tech is that indeed it “IS” a wetland and must be treated as such.  The area that was determined to be wetland is that where there is the standing water in the shape of a horseshoe.  Tetra Tech did conclude that the land directly south of the existing cemetery extending to the south until it reaches the water could still be used as an addition to the cemetery.  Tetra Tech presented a possible layout design for approximately 487 lots.  This would include a drive to the west side of the land for access.  Tetra Tech stated that the township could fill in the wetland if so desired.  To do this, the township would have to set aside 10 acres of land somewhere else for every one acre of wetland that is filled.  Wagar and Lasher suggested that the lower southwest corner of the property be set aside for a “Prairie Section”.  This would permit the township to offer “Green Burials”.

Wagar motioned to present this information to the Kimball Township Board of Trustees and a recommendation to continue with the clearing of the part of the property that Tetra Tech stated was useable supported by Cline.
